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SINAIA 2003 National Symposium on Lighting took
place on Thursday, the 16th of October 2003, at Sinaia
Hotel from SINAIA, ROMANIA, within the 36th
AIIR (Association of the Engineers on Installations
from Romania) Conference. It was organized by CNRI

(Romanian National Committee of CIE) and materialized

with the support of Associated Members of CNRI.

The necessary financial support was provided by the
sponsors (Romanian companies which are also Associated
Members of CNRI, mentioned here in decreasing order of

The theme of the Symposium was: “Quality of the
Interior and Exterior Lighting Systems — Nowadays
Necessity in  Designing,  Implementation  and
Maintenance”. The Symposium was held as a workshop,
having so in view the bringing about of the dialog among
the participants.

The chairman was Prof.Dr.Eng. Cornel BIANCHI
— the CNRI President. The presented papers were real
interest, being followed by debates on their subjects:

. quality control of designing, implementation
and maintenance of interior and exterior lighting
systems, in connection with the necessity
to introduce the “Certificate of Professional
Proficiency on Lighting”, the attestation being
made by CNRI following the examples of
Canada — USA and professional associations from
European Union;

. lighting pollution by color within interior lighting
— a nowadays problem;
. rehabilitation of lighting system at Cluj-Napoca

Academic College House.

Prof.Dr.Eng Cornel BIANCHI presented the first
two above-mentioned papers, and Eng. Dorin BEU — the
third one.

Besides them, the Proceedings also includes the
other accepted papers for the Symposium, the subjects
being the following (according to those specified by the
authors):

> Green Light Program in Romania;

> standardization in lighting in Romania — present
situation and necessity of harmonization with
international norms;

> considerations on indirect lighting systems with
reflecting surface;
> improvement of the “assisted design” concept for

exterior lighting systems;

> specific solution of lighting systems and lighting
control for theatre and opera halls;

> estimation of the details visibility on the projectors
lighted up building fagades;

> designing of the street lighting systems with
the possibility of their sub-voltage; changes of
quantitative and qualitative aspects of the street

lighting systems;

> “why hire a lighting designer? — the need for a
certification for lighting practitioners”;

> controlled utilization of daylight in the integrated

interior lighting systems.

Only the too short lasting Symposium within the
Conference of Installations did not allowed also the
presentation of those papers.

The representations in Romania of the main
international renown lighting firms were presented by
“top management”: Mr. Paul HANSEN, General Manager
of PHILIPS CEO South East Europe, and Mr. Gabriel
IOSIF, General Manager of OSRAM ROMANIA.

65 representatives from forty-eight institutions
(universities, designing/execution and manufacturing/
distribution companies for lighting equipment and
adherent electrical installations field attended the
Symposium.

At the closing of the Symposium, Mrs. Eng.
Manuela DRAGHICESCU, Editor in chief of the
ELECTRICIANUL Review, addressed to all the present
specialists her request for their more active implication
in actions referring to lighting systems rehabilitation for
schools. She also reminded them that “Lighting” is the
first one mentioned in subtitle of the ELECTRICIANUL
Review: Lighting, Electrical Installations, Automations.

In conclusion, SINAIA 2003 National Symposium
on Lighting was a good opportunity to exchange
information among the specialists from light and lighting
field.
